WHAT SUPPLIES DO I NEED AND WHERE DO I GET THEM?
Here is a list of supplies that are needed for the instrument your child will play this year.  Please keep in mind that I do not allow students to switch instruments once classes start.  If your child changes their mind about what instrument they would like to play, please let me know before September 28th.

PLEASE PURCHASE THE FOLLOWING FOR YOUR CHILD BEFORE THE FIRST CLASS MEETING:

All students need: 
Music Stand for home practice only 

3 ring binder This is not mandatory, but very useful for organizing music, schedules, and other handouts.  
Metronome for home practice.  Metronomes can be purchased at any local music store.  There is also a website www.metronomeonline.com you can use, and there is an app available for smart phones
Violin:
Rosin, extra set of strings, fine tuners for each string, shoulder rest (Kun or Muco or Everest brands preferred) ALL STUDENT MUST HAVE A SHOULDER REST!
Cello:

Rosin, extra set of strings, fine tuners for each string, “rock stop” 
(keeps cello from sliding on hard floors)
Flute: 
Cleaning Rod, small cotton cloth to clean inside the instrument (small handkerchief works well)
Clarinet:
Cleaning swab (silk or cloth preferred), cork grease, four or more reeds graded medium soft (size 2).  More reeds will need to be purchased throughout the year as they wear out
Saxophone:
Cleaning swab, cork grease, neck strap, four or more reeds graded medium soft (size 2).  More reeds will need to be purchased throughout the year as they wear out
Trumpet/Baritone: valve oil (I will teach the students how to oil their valves, please don’t try it at home!)

Trombone: 
Slide cream and slide oil
Percussion:
Snare Drum (with case) or practice pad, drum/pad stand, snare drum sticks

The music book for the class will be made available free of charge to all students.  
This book is for the students to BORROW for the year, and must be returned in excellent condition at the end of the year.  If you would like to purchase your own book for your child to keep, 
it can be purchased where you rent the instrument. 

BAND students (flute, clarinet, saxophone, trumpet, trombone, baritone, percussion) 
will use Accent on Achievement
